Mr. Potter corrected Ms. Gee stating it was a steel tank which was connected to a trench.   Mr. Potter answered Ms. Gee's questions. Engineer is ill and asked Agent do presentation.  Approved on ORAD on file in office.   Agent read his report.   Negative Box 1 on line and Positive Box 2A on work.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve Negative Box 1 on line and Positive Box 2A on work.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote – Unanimous.
Mark Thompson – N.O.I. - 1398 Drift Road – Raise, repair and maintain existing pier

Requested hearing be opened and to be continued two weeks to 5-10-16.  No green cards. Hearing cannot be opened.  Motion by Richard Lambert to continue to 5-10-16.  Second by   Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.
CONTINUANCES:  
Town of Westport – N.O.I. - East section of Beach Ave. - Maintenance within publicly accepted road layout, re-grading, filling and resurfacing in buffer zone, barrier beach, and coastal resource areas

Agent stated the Commission is awaiting letter from Natural Heritage.  Emergency Order is not acceptable under Administrative Consent Order.  Sean Leach representing Town.  No response or comments have been received as person in charge at Natural Heritage (Amy Hoenig) was out of office this week.  Mr. Leach  presented plan of traveled way.  Requesting a continuance.  No paving was requested as reported to the D.E.P.  No increase in travel way proposed.  Addressing requests of Natural Heritage.  Management plan has been submitted.  No sightings of piping plovers according to Audubon observer. Motion by Richard Lambert to continue two weeks and have Agent write informational letter to DEP.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.  Constance Gee asked multiple questions after hearing closed.  Mr. Leach agreed to answer her questions.
Matthew Cohen – N.O.I. - 1478 A Drift Road (Memory Lane) – Demolish single family dwelling and garage and construct new single family dwelling, garage, utilities, septic and grading in riverfront area

Alan Heureux could not be present.  Mr. Cohen represented self.  Agent reported on his meeting with Building Inspector and interested parties.  Agent reported on Building Inspectors ruling.  Lots are under same ownership and considered one lot under zoning.  Deed to upper lot showed frontage on Memory Lane.  Building Inspector ruled that there is no frontage on Memory Lane (Right of Way).  Agent read his report.  Degradation figures read.  606 sq ft. increase.  Mitigation along riverfront must be done.  Measures read by Agent.  Gravel driveway to remain.  Not sent to Town Counsel.  Meeting to take place first.  Pavers under structure will provide space for additional storage.  There is no frontage on either lot according to Building Inspector.  Steve Angers, Trout Unlimited asked question about septic meeting regulations.  Agent answered it would be answered at Board of Health.  Motion by Richard Lambert approve with updated plans submitted before any work begins with Agent's recommendations and plans approved by Agent.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.

Agent spoke on coastal erosion at West Beach Road.  Onsite done at Janet Donati – 149 West Beach Road.  Agent read his report.  Emergency Certificate requested.  Mazeiko filing still pending.  Stone structure  (Scanlon) abutting seems to be causing erosion to these properties and was approved by previous board. Motion by Richard Lambert for 30 day Emergency Certificate.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.  

Kevin Curt - East Beach Road - Complaint from Board of Selectmen:

Agent read his report on building of shed (under 200 sq. ft.).  Notice of Intent should have been filed.  Enforcement Order is requested.  Board of Selectmen sent guidelines which state other boards need to be approved.  Structures should be removed at end of season.  Board of Selectmen need to regulate beach and enforce their regulations.  Enforcement Order to be issued.  Motion by Richard Lambert to have owner remove or construct shed according to regulations and Agent send letter to Board of Selectmen to enforce their regulations.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.
