R. Michael Sullivan – N.O.I. - 149 Cherry & Webb Lane – Construct deck, steps on existing pathway and landscape improvements in riverfront area

Sterling Wall Coastal Geologist and Wetlands Specialist represented.  Project described and areas 1,2,3 shown and explained.  Work Area 2 has existing pathway.  Requesting stairs of vertical granite blocks for elderly members of the family.  It is an exempt activity.  Area 3  Area of existing plantings which were previously approved.  Native species to be replanted in area.  Work area 1:  Construction of wooden deck.  Exempt activities are replanting of area that was previously a wood pile.  Replanting under existing trees in bare spot.  Deck will be supported by piles and placed with helical drill (9).  1 sq. ft area for each pile.  Supporting framing described.   Setback 40' because end of sandy area edge.  Clearing of low ground vegetation and invasive species.  Replanting around perimeter after deck placed.  Moving deck 6' over would be an alternative discussed.  Agent read his report.  File number received with no adverse comments.  SE 80-2244.  Work area 2 and 3 are considered exempt activities.  Revised plan needed with deck's relocation.   Motion by Richard Lambert to approve with Agent's recommendations and revised plan showing deck's relocation.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous. 
Elite Development Corp – N.O.I. - 1090 Drift Road – Construct dock and float in riverfront area, saltmarsh and bordering vegetated wetland

Dan Aguiar of Sitec Engineering represented and presented plan for project.  Two previous Orders on property.  112' long pile supported structure with gangway and float.  Agent read his report.  File number received with no adverse comments.  Marine Service Director has commented.  Float stops are set at 2.5 ' above bottom.  Stairs for lateral public access.  Owner has performed activities that would need future approval.  No storage of float on marsh.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve with Agent's recommendations.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.
Daniel Quintal – N.O.I. - 53 S. Berryman Street – Raze existing dwelling and construct single family dwelling,  shed, utilities and grading partially in buffer zone

Dan Aguiar of Sitec Engineering represented and presented plan for project.  File number received with no adverse comments.  Board of Health approval needed.  Grading should be done to not affect abutters.  Water be directed to drywell system.  Permanent barrier to be erected along ECB barrier to prevent further incursion. Swale to be maintained to prevent incursion onto abutting property.  Demo material to be removed from site according to building codes.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve with Agent's recommendations.  Second by Grace Orr.   Ken Riley abutter asked to be protected properly from water runoff.  Mr. Aguiar explained swale.  Vote - Unanimous.  
John Sousa – N.O.I. - Map 18 Lot 4D Sanford Road – Construct single family dwelling, septic, well, stormwater recharge system, driveway and grading partially within buffer zone

Ken Fortier of Civil Engineering Concepts represented and presented proof of abutter notification.  ORAD on property.  Well and Stormwater recharge system are in 50' buffer area. Agent read his report. Richard Lambert asked what erosion control is proposed.  Silt Soxx is proposed.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve with Agent's recommendations pending receipt of file number with no adverse comments and Erosion Control Barrier be clarified.  Second by Jason Powell.  Vote - Unanimous. 
CONTINUANCES: 
Azar Realty Trust -Westport Power Associates  – N.O.I. - American Legion Highway – Construct solar array with utility lines, access drives with wetland crossing and filing as Limited Project

Dan Aguiar of Sitec Engineering represented and submitted proof of abutter notification.  Access drive that needed a wetland crossing has been moved to adjacent parcel to allow access through upland.  All work will be out of buffer zone except detention pond .  Asked for a continuance to provide up-to-date plan. Agent read his report.  Natural Heritage has given approval.   Eliminate flag # and connect to Flag #.  Vernal pool will not be disturbed during construction.  Motion by Richard Lambert to continue hearing to 5-24-16.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.
John Fennelly –  N.O.I. - Buzzards Bay off Gooseberry Island – Oyster farm

Agent reported continuance was requested by Chris Leonard.  Report read. Division of Marine Fisheries has information requested.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous. 
Mark Thompson – N.O.I. - 1398 Drift Road – Raise, repair and maintain existing stone and fill pier and construct and maintain ramp and float

Mr. Thompson represented self and explained project.  Copies of plans given to members.  Requested float would increase size.  New plan will show increase.  Agent read his report.  Interim license for filled pier.  Gangway to float which will need float stops.  Ch 91 approval is needed.  Mr. Lambert asked where stone will come from.  Mr. Potter is to acquire them.  Motion by Richard Lambert to approve with Agent's recommendations.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.  

Town of Westport – N.O.I. - East section of Beach Ave. - Maintenance within publicly accepted road layout, re-grading, filling and resurfacing in buffer zone, barrier beach, and coastal resource areas
