BWC Bass River LLC – A.N.R.A.D. - Map 2 Lot 2 Blossom Road – To determine if resource areas depicted on plan are accurate

Richard Riccio of Field Engineering represented and presented proof of abutter notification.  Flag line #A1-A18.  Agent read his report.   No work proposed.  Motion by David Aguiar to approve wetland line.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote - Unanimous.
CONTINUANCES:
Town of Westport – N.O.I. - East section of Beach Ave. - Maintenance within publicly accepted roadway layout, re-grading, filling and resurfacing in buffer zone, barrier beach and coastal resource area

Sean Leach represented and presented plan.  Informational presentation.  No vote expected.  Closure plan and under which circumstances.  Existing roadway and proposal according to guidance of Natural Heritage.  Limits by posts and ropes was suggested by Amy Hoenig.  A wooden unpainted natural guardrail with posts shown on plan similar to those on Goosebery Island as used on DCR properties.  Closure plan:  4-1 to 8-31 if there is a plover nest sighted a barrier at town way to stop any vehicular traffic in that area.  (600')  Town is required to place signs as on Cherry & Webb beach regarding lease law.  Town has no jurisdiction on private property. Mr. Leach requested input from Commission for any changes.   Chair asked if private entities will monitor private areas such as Elephant Beach Club.  Mr. Leach said all beaches requesting work will have to follow same guidelines.  Mr. Weinberg asked reiteration of width of roadway.  ACO has conflicting language.  18' figure originated from previous Agent.  Fire Dept. requires 20'.  It is a 30-40' way but there is no plan to resurface to these widths.  Roadway will be maintained to prevent travel hazards if there are washouts, etc.  Parking area width was discussed.  Letter from Fire Dept. requested 20'.  Not best habitat for plover nesting.  In 20 yrs. of experience the Agent has observed only one nest.  Elephant Rock and Howland Road areas are prime nesting habitat.  RI Audubon marks areas at CK Beach Club.  

Medium to fine sand would fit grain size would be used on roadway.  There is a 10:1 slope to the beach.  Board of Selectmen will review plan.  Agent recommends a package of materials and Natural Heritage recommendations be sent to State.  Board of Selectmen will reconsider Amending ACO.  Woody Underwood stated the road only services 3 handicapped spaces, no structures on road, any increase in width decreases dunes on private property.  Town should be considering damage to private property when dune of sand seeks a level and collapses.  Mr. Leach explained there would be no increase in width.  This was brought up by Amy Hoenig, per Mr. Leach and the angle of repose on dry sand of 2.5' with no danger with collapsing.  Constance Gee asked why there is no easy access to Town property.  Mr. Leach stated the opening will have a permanent sign directing residents to Town beach.  Continue to 10-25-16.  Motion by Richard Lambert to issue four week continuance.  Second by Grace Orr.  Vote -  Unanimous.
