School Roof: WES Need more information on how much of the cost will be for FY20, with the repairs paid by borrowing.

Old Police Station:  Voted at Board of Selectman meeting to demolish.   Estimated at $250,000 Going out to bid. Hopefully a lot less. Plot too small to sell.

Council of Aging:  Update Estimated at $60,000 for elevator.  Need update of van.

Board of Health: Need update on retaining walls
